ADMINISTRATIVE RESOLUTION NO.  13
REVISED February 28, 2011
WEB SITE GUIDELINES
WHEREAS, Article 3, Section 3.1 of the Bylaws of the Condominium provides that “the Board of Directors shall have all powers and duties necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Unit Owners Association and may do all such acts and things as are not by the Condominium Act or the condominium instruments required to be exercised and done by the Association”, and

WHEREAS, Article 3, Section 3.1 (c) of the bylaws provides that the Board of Directors shall, on behalf of the Association, “provide for the operation, care, upkeep, and maintenance of all property and services of the condominium”, and 

WHEREAS, the Board recognizes that a positive communication program is essential to the success of the Association and, to that end, desires to establish policies governing communications to the community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: Vantage Point West at Leisure World, a Condominium, shall establish a web site which shall be administered and supervised by the Board of Directors (except to the extent that such administration and supervision may be delegated by the Board to the Webmaster or Communications Committee) and maintained by the Communications Committee in accordance with the policies and guidelines set forth in this Resolution.

A.
Administration:
The Association web site shall be administered and supervised by the Communications Committee, in accordance with the guidelines below.
A Webmaster shall be appointed by the Communications Committee with authority to establish and maintain the web site, in compliance with the provisions set forth in this Resolution. The functioning of the Webmaster shall be overseen by the Communications Committee whose approval shall be required for web site links and the introduction of categories of content beyond the boundaries set forth in the "Web Site Content" section below.
B.
Purpose of the Web Site:
The web site is an official communication vehicle of Vantage Point West. Its primary purpose is to inform the Association membership of matters and developments which affect the Association (or its members) or which are of clearly significant import to them.  The web site will also serve to store and archive significant data such as Board  of Directors and Committee minutes, the Association newsletter, the Owner’s and Resident’s Manuals, Committee Terms of Reference, etc.
The web site may be used as a vehicle for matters of significant importance to the Association, Board of Directors, Committees and current and/or potential Vantage Point West residents, and any other interested party, provided such matters are within the parameters set forth in this Resolution.
The web site is to provide an interesting place for informing residents about happenings at Vantage Point West and in the Leisure World community, as well as links for accessing other appropriate sites on the internet.  

C.
Web Site Content:
Priority shall be given to matters of significance to a majority of the Association membership. Examples include, but are not limited to:

1. Association policies and rules. 
2. Notices from Management as needed.
3.
Board of Directors and Committee membership rosters.

4.
Scheduled meeting dates.

5.
Committee minutes and Terms of Reference.

6.
Management Office staff roster, office hours, announcements, etc.
7.
Calendar of Association sponsored activities and events and reports and/or photos of such happenings.
8.
Association Newsletters.

9.
Association budget and financial reports with the approval of the Budget and Finance Committee.

10.
Reports, notices, and informational articles of interest to Association members, such as handyman tips on proper maintenance of fixtures and appliances, etc.

11.
Proceedings, resolutions, and minutes of the Leisure World Community Board of Directors.

12.
Links to web sites with content specific to the health and financial well being of seniors, such as AARP, Social Security, Medicare, etc.  
D.
Guidelines:
1.
Non-commercial advertisements/notices may be accepted from Vantage Point West residents, without a charge.

2.
The site shall not be used as a vehicle for dissemination of political views, editorial comment, isolated concerns of individual readers, or any potentially libelous or inflammatory material.

3.
To the extent reasonable and possible, sources of information shall be verified and the accuracy of information established. Fact shall be distinguished from rumor. Content will not be colored by personal opinion.

4.
The site shall at all times be in conformance with the Association’s legal documents, established policies of its Board of Directors, and copyright laws.

5.
The privacy of owner/residents shall be respected at all times. If individuals request that their name not be displayed, such requests shall be honored. 
6.
Prior permission must be obtained before an owner/resident’s personal history, or personal data is shown on the site.

7.
The contents of the site shall be updated on a timely basis to the maximum possible extent, so that information is current.

8.
All links to other web sites must be approved by the Communications Committee.
