If you think a drainage problem has occurred in your unit, call PPD at 301-598-1500.  They are very responsive in solving this type of situation.

The social activities in our Association are wonderfully done, and I am looking forward to the St. Patrick’s Day Dinner and show on Thursday, March 17th.  Fun and Fancy will perform at this event and as President of Fun and Fancy, I expect to participate in the entertainment as part of the Outreach Program.

Winter will shortly be a memory as the days lengthen and spring landscape work will begin.  I cannot wait for the snow plows to disappear from the parking lot and be replaced with the hum of lawn mowers accompanied by the sweet smell of flowers and mulch.  We are fortunate indeed, to have our Building and Grounds Committee on top of our annual revitalization.

By the way, these days we have cable television with the Weather Channel, which we pay for. We had something like that when I was young, it didn’t cost anything, we looked at the weather everyday; it was called a window.
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PERSONAL INSURANCE RESPONSIBILITY 

It has come to our attention that not all of the residents of Leisure World and possibly VPW, whether owner or renter, have home owner’s or renter’s insurance policies. Without such a policy you could be devastated by a water leak or other disaster, lose all or most of your personal property and not be able to recover. 

As a resident, you should be aware that the Master Policy does not eliminate the need for individual unit owners and renters to purchase Personal Insurance. To be adequately insured see or talk to your agent and discuss your personal homeowners (HO-6) policy. This policy covers personal effects (furniture, clothing, and other household items) and the repair costs not covered under the Master Policy or the deductible portion under the Master Policy are assessed to an individual unit owner.  Some insurance companies show deductible assessment coverage under Buildings and Alterations coverage in your policy.  A unit owner is liable up to the first $5,000 of damage.  Therefore, it is recommended that unit owners purchase a minimum of $5,000.00 or more based on the recent legislative changes in the Maryland Condominium Act. The cost of this coverage is relatively small.
The Personal Insurance Policy also carries liability coverage to defend the owner against any claim arising from accidental occurrences within their unit. This coverage only covers claims from visitors to your unit; persons residing in your unit are not covered.
Your Agent should be able to advise you on and explain to you your HO-6 policy coverage.  This is a reminder to make unit owners aware of insurance requirements.  If you have questions regarding your coverage, please ask your insurance agent or someone knowledgeable.

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LWMC COMMUNITY ISSUES

Finances:
Financial statements for January 2011 will be released the week of February 14th.  Preliminary information indicates that operations will be over budget for the month, due primarily to shortfalls in revenue.

ICC Opening:
The first section (Contract A) of the Intercounty Connector has opened, and the public will be able to drive the toll road for free through March 6th.  Additional information regarding fees after March 6th will be published in the Leisure World News.

MD 97 (Georgia Avenue) Lane Closures:
The State Highway Administration has begun paving projects in the north and south-bound lanes of Route 97 from Glenallan Avenue to Route 28, Norbeck Road. This project will require daytime single lane closures and overnight double lane closures, including weekends, lasting into the fall of 2011.
Medical Center Services:
Management will be updating the Community in the second half of February regarding additional services that will be made available.  At the present time, discussions are taking place with various specialists with whom we hope to enter into contracts.

General Information:
Management will provide, as part of the mid-February update of this report, the fiscal information on resident usage of the various facilities for the year 2010.

LWCC Board of Directors Advisory Committee Meetings:
Community Planning Advisory Committee – At its March meeting, the Committee’s recommendation will be forwarded to the Executive Committee and Board of Directors regarding renovation plans for the Administration Building.

Education & Recreation Advisory Committee – The Leisure World News Editorial Subcommittee will make their first report to the E & R Committee at the Committee’s March meeting.

Physical Properties Advisory Committee – Management will submit for review a draft of the Trust Replacement Reserve Plan.  This Plan will provide detail on significant items (in excess of $25,000) and projected dates for anticipated replacements.  This Plan will identify and project replacement exposures over the next 15-20 years.

This item will be reported to the Executive Committee and Board of Directors at their March meetings.

March Meetings – The draft Audit Report of Fiscal 2010 will be presented to the Audit committee, the Budget & Finance Committee, the Executive Committee, and the Board of Directors at their meetings in March.

The Committee also submitted a recommendation to the Board of Directors to adopt a “Code of Ethics” to be signed annually by each VPW Board member. Many thanks to Bob Brown, Hugh Mason, Steve Kline, and Marsh Wallace for their time and effort put forth on these revisions.

Please be aware of the following rule reminders:

All owners and tenants are required provide a copy of the key to their unit to the Leisure World Security Department for use in emergency situations.  These key(s) ("emergency keys") shall be coded in such a way as to prevent identification by unauthorized persons and secured by the Leisure World Security Department in a locked box for use only if entry to such unit is necessitated by the fact or threat of fire, flood, or any other condition which may adversely affect the common elements or other units.  No unit owner shall alter any lock or install an additional lock, knocker, bell or any other fixture on any door of a unit without the prior written consent of the Covenants Committee.

Sufficient carpeting or rugs and padding shall be maintained on a minimum of eighty percent (80%) of the floor surfaces, excluding kitchens, closets and bathrooms, in units located over other units to adequately reduce transmission of sound between units.

Unit doors opening into the corridors shall be kept closed and secured at all times except when in use.  Windows or balcony doors as well as patio doors should be kept closed during air-conditioning season while the air conditioning system is in use in order to prevent condensation from forming in the unit's cooling mechanism and causing damage to carpets and floors.

Estate Sales are strictly prohibited.  An Estate Sale is defined as an advertised time set aside for individual parties to enter the building without an appointment, to view, buy and carry out items purchased. Sales of one or two items between an owner and a scheduled buyer are allowed.

RENA’S RECIPES

Simple Salmon with Almonds

(Serves 4)

4 salmon fillets (6 ounces each)

1/4 cup sliced almonds

1/3 cup dry sherry

1 tablespoon orange juice

1 tablespoon chopped fresh chives

Heat a nonstick skillet coated with cooking spray over medium heat. Add the salmon and cook, turning once, for six minutes, or until opaque (or until desired doneness). Remove to a serving plate.

Add the almonds to the skillet and cook for three minutes or until lightly toasted. Stir in the sherry, orange juice and chives. Cook for two minutes or until heated through. Drizzle over the fish.

TRACKING SECURITY AT L.W.

Here at LW we have armed Special Police Officers [SPOs] who work 24/7 to monitor, intercept, assist first responders, and do whatever needs to be done to protect us. Riding around with an SPO, as I did one afternoon recently, makes you very aware that you never know what’s the next thing he observes; what’s the next thing coming in over his two-way radio; and what’s the next thing he’s going to have to deal with instantly. If you ever relished the improvisation and spontaneity you had on some days in your working career, an SPO goes on his shift every day not knowing exactly what he’ll be doing. The fact that our SPOs are experienced professionals and “know the territory” is very reassuring.

Following a uniform FBI-supplied taxonomy for reporting encounters, the SPO files reports, using accepted police jargon, on incidents that meet certain requirements. You can read a summary of these reportable incidents every month in the Leisure World News, under the headline “On Patrol.” Until we are given a bannered, dedicated space, anchored by “On Patrol” -- which we are attempting to do -- it can be difficult to find this  among the ads, unfortunately. Some incidents are seasonal, which you would expect: falls increase when we have ice. Others appear to be random. Non-reportable incidents are also tallied. I suggest that reading “On Patrol” regularly will help you monitor patterns and changes occurring in our community.

ENTRY DOORS:  Residents are reminded to not open the entry doors for strangers.  All residents and employees have keys and/or electronic door openers.  Please help keep our building secure.
UNIT INSPECTIONS:  Management encourages residents to inspect their units regularly for any water leaks.  This includes inspecting your HVAC closet, humidifier, bathroom fixtures, washing machine, kitchen sink, and sprinklers.  If you notice water on the floor or carpet under the sprinklers, please call the Association Office immediately or the Main Security Gate at (301) 598-1044.

CAUTION: Please remember to use caution when entering and exiting the building during inclement weather. McFall and Berry and the staff spread chemical as needed.  However, some areas may refreeze when the temperature drops.
DELIVERIES, MOVES & CONTRACTORS:  Please remember to call the Association Office to schedule all deliveries, moves, and contractor work.  All deliveries, moves, and contract work must be performed Monday – Friday from 8:30 AM – 5:00 PM, excluding holidays.  The building only has one freight elevator for all 200 units to share.  Please reserve the elevator to prevent your delivery, movers, and/or contractors from being turned away. 
If you observe someone having a delivery, workers, or moving after hours, please report this to the Main Security Gate at 301-598-1044 immediately.
 UNIT KEYS:  If you lock yourself out of your unit, please be aware that the cost of having Security bring a key to residents is $20.  Keys will only be issued to owners/residents on record. It is a good idea to leave a spare key to your unit with a neighbor to avoid paying this fee.

WALK-IN TUBS/SHOWERS:  If you have a walk-in tub or shower, please CAREFULLY inspect it regularly for leaks.  Water leaks can be costly to both unit owners/residents and the Association and inconvenience your neighbors.

LWCC ACTIVITIES

This is the first in a series of articles that I will be preparing for your information concerning the actions and events of the Leisure World Community Corporation governing major actions and decisions.

At the recent Executive Board meeting, the members were upset over Heidi Cortese’s proposed changes to a previously agreed to Agreement covering the use of the Leisure World name and trademark.  Her proposal has infuriated the Board members to the point that they are prepared to change the name of the Community and be done with dealing with her group. The March Board meeting will most likely see a vote taken as to whether we change our name.  I will keep you informed as to our progress.

The Board is presently preparing to enter into mediation with the two complainants who have brought charges of violating State and County laws with the Commission on Common Ownership Communities (CCOC) against the LWCC Board of Directors Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  This mediation process is based on a mutual agreement between both sides of the dispute.  It is anticipated that these problems will be amicably settled.  The first meeting was held on Saturday Feb 19, 2011, at 1 PM in CH I.  The meeting proved very successful. There were a sizeable number of residents present and they were able to participate in the discussion.   Both sides were able to agree to many of the issues right then and there with the remainder to be further studied with the results being brought before the LWCC Board.

The LWCC has authorized an Ad Hoc committee to establish a policy on the use of Open Forum at all LW Advisory Committee meetings and the LW Executive and Board meetings.  This Committee is composed of the following members:  Neil Ross, Chairman; Linda Wacha; and Phil Marks.

The LWCC has appointed the following Ad Hoc committee:  Richard Bambach, Chairman; Barbara Cronin; Norman Jacobs; Ken Zajic; and Henry Jordan to establish a Dispute Resolution Procedure.  This procedure will spell out what is required to settle any disputes involving the LWCC and the residents.
